The coastline between Bergen and Kirkenes is over 
2,400km long, and in the 19th Century almost all 
of it was home to rich fishing grounds. The 
maritime maps were unreliable and there were only 
a few lighthouses, especially in the north. This 
important seaway was lined with perilous reefs, 
small islands and narrow inlets, and it was 
essential that a safe trade route be established to 
link the southern and northern regions of Norway.

When the Norwegian government decided to create a 

connection between the north and the south, Richard With 

and his friend Anders Holthe took on the challenge of 

thoroughly mapping the seas along the coastline. In 1893, 

Captain Richard With’s steamer, DS Vesteraalen, was brought 

into regular service along the coast of Norway, and Hurtigruten 

was established. The service offered several weekly 

departures, first from Trondheim to Hammerfest and later 

from Bergen to Kirkenes in only seven days. He called this 

important connection ‘Hurtigruten’ (the fast route). 

120 years later, we still carry freight and passengers. Our 

captains use their extensive maritime expertise to ensure that 

guests and goods are safely carried from port to port. Today, 

as then, the Hurtigruten ships are a part of Norwegian coastal 

life. One of the fleet’s 11 ships departs Bergen daily, sailing to 

Kirkenes and back in 12 days at an average speed of 15 knots.

The birds migrate after a productive summer, and the Arctic 

light shortens. During this time the temperature remains 

pleasant, and with fewer passengers on board there is tranquil-

ity to travelling, as you enjoy the almost ethereal light playing 

over the first frosts. From the deck, framed by an icy blue sky, 

you can see a sprinkling of early snow on the highest peaks 

and there’s a sense of expectation in the air. The darkness 

comes gradually and the sun sets earlier and earlier. And if you 

are lucky the Northern Lights will appear and provide an act  

of magic.

The days shorten and temperatures 

drop a notch, but that is no reason 

to stay inside. Outside, in the fresh 

air, there are plenty of activities to 

embark upon.

Built over the burial place of 
St. Olav, the patron saint of Norway, this 
enormous building, with its countless details  
and decorations, dates back to around 1070. 
 

3C SVERRESBORG, TRØNDELAG 
FOLK MUSEUM

Sverresborg Trøndelag Folk Museum is one of 
Norway’s largest open-air museums. You begin 
your journey through history at Haltdalen stave 
church, built in 1170, when Norway was a 
Catholic country. You will be able to view the 
ruins of the medieval Castle Zion, built by King 
Sverre in the winter of 1182-1183, with its pano-
ramic views across Trondheim’s Fjord. You will 
then be shown a working farmyard before 
continuing to the Old Town which features 
buildings that used to stand in the very centre 
of Trondheim. Finally, you enter the visitors’ 
centre and the ‘Life Pictures’ exhibition, 
showing you what life was like in the 1900s.

Brochure Accuracy

we become aware of any significant change 
which may be considered to have an effect 
on the enjoyment of your holiday we will 
do our utmost to advise you.

We have 
designed a range of arrival and departure packages that allow 
you to travel from your regional airport (where connections 
exist) and included our most popular destinations. If you 
prefer to arrange your own international flights you still have 
the option of adding extensions and/or extra nights. Please 
ask for details.

FARES AND FLIGHT INFORMATION
The airfares offered in the brochure are special package tour 
fares and cannot be altered or cancelled without charge. They 
can only be used in conjunction with our voyages. Refunds are 
not permitted on any unused portion of the air ticket and if you 
decide to return on a flight other than originally booked, the full 
one way fare will be charged by the airline.

All flight package prices are based on specific booking classes, 
if the relevant booking class is not available a supplement may 
apply, the reservations team will advise you if that is the case.

If you make changes to your flight arrangements most airlines 
will charge a fee when the ticket has been issued (usually about 
45 days before departure). Where applicable, this fee will be 
invoiced to you.

Cabins
The times for checking out of cabins are 
according to the ship’s timetable and may 
vary from day to day. On arrival in Bergen, 
Kirkenes and Trondheim (southbound) 
special rules apply:
•	 Cabins for departure from Bergen are
	 available from 18:00 hrs.
•	 Check-out on arrival at Kirkenes is 
	 before 8:30 hrs.
•	 Check-out on arrival at Trondheim
	 (southbound) is before 8:00hrs.
•	 Check-out on arrival at Bergen is before 
	 10:00 hrs.
Please contact the reception for more 
information. If you are travelling in a suite 
different check-out timings may apply, please 
contact the reception. The facilities of the 
cabins vary between the ships and the various 
cabin grades. Towels and shower gel/liquid 
soap are provided in all cabins, in addition 
to this all cabins (except for MS Lofoten and 
some cabins on board MS Vesterålen) also 
have a hair dryer. Tea/coffee making facilities 
are available in suites only. There are no safety 
deposit boxes in the cabins (exceptions: 
some suites on board MS Trollfjord and 
MS Midnatsol and all cabins on board MS 
Finnmarken have a safety deposit box) and 
Hurtigruten cannot accept liability for any 
loss. Valuables may be handed in at reception 
to be kept in the ship̀s safe. For unspecified 
cabins, cabin numbers are allocated when 
you check in. The Hurtigruten operates a line 
service to a set timetable Bergen/Kirkenes/
Bergen, the shorter voyages being port 
to port sectors of the round trip. On rare 

occasions it may be necessary to change 
cabin after completing one sector (e.g. 
Tromsø/Kirkenes and Kirkenes – Tromsø).

Cabin Numbers
For our Bergen-Bergen and Bergen-Kirkenes-
Trondheim voyages and all suite bookings 
you will be able to choose a cabin number 
at no extra charge (subject to availability), 
for all other voyages 5 nights or longer you 
have the option to choose a cabin number 
at a fee subject to availability. Please see the 
applicable price panel for details of such fees. 
For all other voyages and if you decide not to 
pay the separate fee, your cabin number will 
be assigned upon embarkation. 

CAFETERIA
Hot and cold drinks and snacks may be 
bought in the cafeteria, usually open  
24 hours a day. During the winter, times 
are advised on board. 

CURRENCY
Norwegian currency is used on board. 
Most major currencies may be exchanged. 
Visa, American Express, MasterCard and 
Diners Card are all accepted. A cruise card 
is used for payment for extras and settled 
at the end of your voyage. 
This may be subject to change. 

DIETARY REQUESTS
Special diets, e.g. vegetarian may be 
catered for if requested in good time. 
Passengers on strict diets, e.g. vegans, 
may find that there is a limited choice.

Embarkation/disembarkation
In Bergen the Hurtigruten ships sail from 
the Hurtigruten Terminal, Nøstegaten 
30, N-5010 Bergen. Taxi drivers will 
understand if you ask to be taken to the 
Hurtigruten Terminal and it is sign-posted 
as such locally. Luggage lockers are  
available in the terminal at a charge of 
NOK 30 (3 x 10 kroner coins are required.) 
The terminal is staffed and open for  
luggage check-in from 13:00 hrs.  
Passenger check-in begins at 15:00 hrs and 
embarkation takes place from 16:00 hrs. 
Cabins are available from 18:00 hrs.

There are no restaurant facilities in the  
terminal and passengers are free to  
explore Bergen until embarkation time. 
A buffet dinner is served in the evening  
of departure from Bergen, usually between 
18:00-21:00 with open seating this evening 
only. Guests on our Classic voyages will 
find their table assignment for the rest of 
the voyage in the envelope they receive at 
check-in. When disembarking in Bergen, 
luggage will be delivered to the baggage

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belt in the terminal. On the last day of the 
round voyage you will be asked to vacate 
your cabin a few hours before arrival. In-
formation regarding luggage handling and 
disembarkation at other ports is available 
on board.

Entertainment
The emphasis on board is on relaxation 
and getting away from the commercial 
entertainment which is so often a part of 
conventional cruises. Our aim is to get 
closer to unique environments and share 
the experience with fellow passengers. 
Musical entertainment on some stretches 
of the voyage may be offered in the bar 
area but there is no organised programme.

GRATUITY POLICY
It is not common practice to tip on 
Hurtigruten ships on the coastal voyage, but if 
you feel that individual crew members should 
be rewarded for providing exceptional 
service this is entirely at your discretion. 

INFORMATION 
There will be an information and safety meet-
ing on board on the evening of departure from 
Bergen and Kirkenes. You will also receive an 
information pack. Each ship has a Tour Leader 
on board who sells and gives advice regard-
ing excursions, issues a daily programme 
and news bulletin and makes announcements 
regarding places of interest, disembarkation, 
etc. Occasionally this service may be carried 
out by the reception. All Tour Leaders speak 
Norwegian, English and German. 

INTERNET
There is an internet café on board all ships 
except MS Lofoten. Be aware that as the 
bandwidth is narrow, reception may be 
intermittent and internet and WiFi cannot 
be guaranteed. Charges may apply. 

LAUNDRY
Laundry rooms with washing machines, 
dryers and irons are available on all ships. 
Tokens can be purchased at reception. 

MEALS 
The usual meal times are: breakfast from 
07:30 to 10:00 hours (open sitting); lunch from 
12:00/13:00 hours (open sitting); dinner from 
18:30/19:00 hours (assigned seating). Dur-
ing high season, there may be two sittings, 
the times of which will be shown on board. 
Full board begins with a buffet dinner on 
departure from Bergen and ends with brunch 
on the arrival day back in Bergen. The food 
is Norwegian and breakfast is buffet style 
with a selection of cold meats, cheese, eggs, 
cereals and fruit. Lunch is the famous cold 
table with a choice of fish dishes, cold meats, 
salads, a selection of hot dishes, desserts and 
fruit. Dinner is a three-course set meal, please 
note there is not usually a choice of menu. 
Occasionally a cold table may be served in 
the evening and the set meal at lunch time. All 
vessels are fully licensed; the prices on board 
are the same as in mainland Norway.

PORTERAGE
Luggage handling is not included in the 
cost of your holiday. Apart from Bergen 

you will need to carry your own luggage 
on and off the ship.

SHOPS
There is a shop on board all ships. They 
sell souvenirs, knitwear, books, postcards, 
postage stamps and a limited supply of 
toiletries. On MS Lofoten this service is 
handled by the coffee shop.

SHORE EXCURSIONS
Pre-booking excursions, where possible, 
is recommended as only remaining places 
will be sold on board. Excursions booked 
on board will be payable in Norwegian 
Kroner and the price may vary as a result 
of exchange rate fluctuations. Pre-
booking of shore-excursions is possible 
until 4 weeks prior to departure. If you 
choose to pay by credit-card, pre-
bookings can be made until 2 weeks 
prior to departure. Excursions and 
their contents are subject to maximum/
minimum numbers, sailing times and 
weather/local conditions.
Excursions that are cancelled will usually be 
refunded in Norwegian Kroner on board.

SMOKING
Smoking is only permitted in designated 
areas on the outside decks. It is not permit-
ted when the ships are in port. Smoking in 
the cabin is prohibited and subject to a fine.

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On the Norwegian coast the ships enter 
the open sea, for a few hours, on only a 
few occasions during the whole voyage. 
The majority of the time the ships sail 
between mainland Norway and the coastal 
islands where the sea is generally calmer. 

SUITE SERVICE
We are pleased to introduce a range of 
extras if you book a suite on board one of 
our ships. They include a welcome present, 
tea/coffee making facilities in your cabin, an 
invitation to visit the bridge, complimentary 
free tea/coffee on board throughout your 
voyage and late check out. For a fee you also 
have the option to have breakfast served in 
your cabin and the use of a minibar. If there 
is capacity available you may book and pay 
for an upgrade to a suite when on board. 

Tea/Coffee
Except for the suites (Classic voyages only) 
cabins do not have tea/coffee making facilities 
but tea/coffee are available free of charge in 
the restaurant/bar after lunch and dinner and 
available for purchase around the clock.

TELEPHONE/MOBILE PHONES 
All ships have pay phones and phone cards can 
be purchased from reception. Private mobile 
telephones may be used on board although 
reception may vary. Check with your provider 
for costs when using your phone abroad. 

VALUABLES
Cabins are not equipped with a safety 
deposit box. Valuables may be handed  

in at the reception for safe-keeping in  
the ship’s safe. Hurtigruten cannot accept 
liability for the loss of valuables.

WHAT TO WEAR
On board dress is informal. Although some 
passengers choose to change for dinner the 
dress code is casual rather than formal. The 
weather in Norway can vary during the course 
of each voyage or even during the day. To 
cater for these variations we recommend the 
layered dress approach that enables you to 
adapt to changes in temperature, wind and 
precipitation conditions easily. For all voyages 
we advise you to take breathable rain and 
windproof clothing. A warm hat, gloves, scarf 
and thermal clothing can be useful, together 
with thermal underwear, during the winter 
months. On land where it may be icy, sturdy 
shoes are important for shore excursions and 
a walking stick/trekking pole may be useful. 

You should pack a pair of UV protective 
sunglasses, even during the winter as the 
reflections of snow and ice can be harmful 
to the unprotected eye. Many ships offer a 
Jacuzzi on board, so take your swimsuit. 

Working Ships
Our ships function as working ships calling 
at ports around the clock. You may expect 
some noise and vibration in some cabins 
during docking and loading of goods. This 
varies depending on the location of your 
cabin and the type of ship. Also, noise 
affects people differently and what may 
be a problem for one person may not be a 
problem for others. Please note that cabins 
on decks with passenger access to outside 
areas may sometimes have an obstructed 
view due to other passengers walking past. 
Please ask our reservations team for advice 
on the best cabin location for you.

booking conditions
These are the terms and conditions which apply to your holiday and/or sea passage; please read 
them and the information on pages 94 to 98 carefully as you will be bound by them.

1. YOUR CONTRACT
Your contract is with Hurtigruten Ltd., a company wholly 
owned by Hurtigruten ASA, on the basis of these 
conditions and the information contained in the 
brochure, and shall be governed by English law and the 
jurisdiction of the English Courts. You may however 
choose the law and jurisdiction of Scotland or Northern 
Ireland if you wish to do so. When you book an air 
package holiday or sailing with us the contract between 
us will exist as soon as you or your travel agent asks us to 
confirm your booking. We then become responsible to 
provide you with the voyage arrangements or air 
package holiday you have booked and you become 
responsible to pay for them, in each case subject to 
these terms and conditions. You will also become 
responsible to pay for any additional arrangements 
made by us on your behalf including International 
Flights not included in any air package, optional 
excursions, travel insurance or other arrangements 
requested by you and booked.

When you make a booking you guarantee you have the 
authority to accept and do accept on behalf of your party 
the terms of these booking conditions and accept 
responsibility for making all payments to us for all 
members of the party. We are unable to accept 
provisional or conditional bookings. We will send all 
documents and other information to you and you will be 
responsible for ensuring that all other members of the 
party are kept fully informed. A confirmation invoice 
which you should check as soon as you receive it will be 
sent on receipt of your deposit. If you wish to change or 
cancel any arrangements later you may have to pay an 
amendment or cancellation charge and additional costs 
(see below) which may be as much as the whole of the 
original price of your arrangements.

Only one invoice and one set of documents will be issued. 
No verbal amendments may be made by either party to 
these written booking conditions; any change must be in 
writing signed by the Chief Executive of Hurtigruten ASA.

If you book your holiday through a travel agent all 
communication must be through that agent. Please 
quote your booking reference number in all 
communications. All monies you pay to the travel agent 
are held by the travel agent on our behalf at all times.

You are responsible for complying with any Visa or other 
entry requirements for you or any of your party who are 
not full European Union Passport Holders.

2. YOUR FINANCIAL PROTECTION
We hold an Air Travel Organiser’s Licence granted by the 
Civil Aviation Authority under number 3584. When you 
buy an ATOL protected air holiday package from us you 
will receive a Confirmation Invoice confirming your 
arrangements and your protection under the above 
licence. In the unlikely event of our insolvency the CAA 
will ensure that you are not stranded abroad if you have 
booked a package holiday from this brochure and will 
arrange to refund any money you have paid to us for an 
advance booking. For further information visit the ATOL 
website at www.atol.org.uk. 

If you book arrangements other than an air packaged 
holiday from this brochure your monies are protected by 
our bond held with the PSA (Passenger Shipping 
Association). We are also a member of the Association of 
British Travel Agents, tour operator class ABTA V7545. 

3. PAYMENT
Once you have asked us to confirm your booking the 
total price of the arrangements you have booked is due 
and is payable as follows:

(i) If you book more than 60 days before your scheduled 
departure date a non-refundable deposit of 20%.

The balance is due 60 days before your scheduled 
departure date. No second invoice will be sent. Travel 
documents will be issued 7 to 14 days prior to departure.

(ii) If you book less than 60 days before your scheduled 
departure date the full price is payable when you book. 
Our preferred method of deposit payment is by bank 
debit card or credit card. Balance payment may be made 
by cash, bank debit card, credit card or cheque 
(providing there is time to clear it to meet the payment 
schedule shown above – you should allow 5 working days 
for clearance from the time we receive it).

We reserve the right 
to increase or decrease prices in line with any change in 
VAT, local and UK taxes, embarkation/disembarkation 
fees, fuel surcharges, exchange rates, security charges 
or any fees chargeable for the services included in the 
cost of your holiday.

Should it be necessary to make any surcharges we will notify 
you of the relevant adjustments by issuing a new invoice. In 
any event we will absorb all such increases where they form 
less than 2% of the total cost of your voyage or air package 
holiday (excluding any cancellation or amendment charges). 
Only amounts in excess of 2% will be invoiced to you, 
together with an administration charge of £1.00 per person 
together with an amount to cover agent’s commission.

If you wish to change your travel arrangements after they 
have been confirmed we will do our utmost to help but it 
may not always be possible. Any request for changes to 
be made must be in writing by the person who made the 
booking or your travel agent. You will be asked to pay an 
administration charge of £60 per person and any further 
cost we incur in making this alteration. NB: most airlines 
will charge a fee for ticket changes. Costs may increase 
the closer to the departure date that changes are made. 
For example, the transfer within 60 days of departure of 
arrangements involving a scheduled flight will mean the 
cancellation and re-booking of this flight and a significant 
additional charge.

We reserve the right to change any of the details, and 
correct any errors in this brochure or invoices at any 
time. If changes are made before you have made your 
booking we will advise you before we confirm your 
arrangements. We reserve the right in any circumstances 
to cancel your travel arrangements (for example if a 
minimum number of participants for a particular travel 
arrangement is not reached, we may have to cancel it) 
and to change airline, aircraft types, vessels and 
itineraries without liability for any subsequent loss. Even 
after we have confirmed your booking we may have to 
make alterations but we will not cancel your travel 
arrangements less than 60 days before your departure 
except for reasons of force majeure or failure by you to 
pay the final balance in full.

Most alterations will be minor and while we will do our 
best to notify you or your travel agent of any changes as 
soon as reasonably possible if there is time before your 
departure, we will have no other liability to you.

8. COMPLAINT PROCEDURE
If you have a problem during your holiday concerning any 
service we have confirmed you must inform the local 
supplier, e.g. your hotelier, or our local representative or 
agent immediately to enable them to try to resolve the 
matter. You are also obliged to act in a way so as to 
minimise any loss. If the issue is not resolved locally it is 
essential you notify our head office in writing, quoting the 
booking reference number, at the earliest opportunity and 
no later than 28 days after your return, to enable any 
complaint to be investigated. It is strongly recommended 
that you communicate any complaint to the supplier of the 
services in question without delay and obtain a written 
report. If you fail to follow this procedure we will have been 
deprived of the opportunity to investigate and rectify your 
complaint at the time and this may affect your rights under 
this contract. Any accident resulting in personal injury, loss 
of, or damage to luggage must be reported to a ship’s 
officer or airline official immediately and written 
confirmation obtained. We are unable to accept liability for 
the contents of literature, DVDs, videos or websites 
produced by our suppliers/hoteliers. In the unlikely event 
that any complaint cannot be settled between us you may if 
you wish be referred to Arbitration. This special scheme, by 
arrangement with ABTA is administered by CEDR Solve. It 
applies if your claim is for not more than £5,000 per person 
or £25,000 per booking and does not involve physical injury 
or illness. The scheme provides for a simple and inexpensive 
method of arbitration conducted privately based on written 
documentation and evidence with limited customer liability 
on costs.

9. OUR LIABILITY TO YOU
We accept liability for any damage caused to you or any 
person in your party by the failure to perform, or the 
improper performance of, the voyage or air package 
holiday arrangements when your booking is confirmed 
(subject to any changes subsequently agreed between 
us) (but excluding any additional arrangements or extras 
whether or not purchased at the same time as defined in 
paragraph 4B) unless:

(a) the failures which occur in the performance of the 
contract are attributable to you or some other person in 
your party;

(b) such failures in performance are attributable to a third 
party unconnected with the provision of the services 
contracted for and are unforeseeable and unavoidable or;

(c) such failures are due to:

(i) unusual or unforeseeable circumstances beyond our 
control, the consequences of which could not have been 
avoided even if all due care had been exercised; or

(ii) an event which we, or the supplier of the services 
could not foresee or forestall even with all due care.

Our liability, shall in any event be limited to:

i) the maximum of twice the cost of your travel 
arrangements, or

ii) the minimum amount payable in accordance with and/
or in an identical manner to:

(a) the contractual terms of the companies that provide 
the transportation and accommodation for your travel 
arrangements, which are expressly incorporated into the 
contract and also form the terms and conditions of 
separate contracts between you and the carrier.

(b) any relevant international conventions, including the 
Warsaw Convention 1929, whether as amended by the 
Hague Protocol 1955 or the Montreal Protocol 1999, or 
otherwise, or the Montreal Convention 1999.

At any port or place we may refuse to embark or may 
disembark any passenger who, in the opinion of the ship’s 
authorized personnel, might be excluded from landing at 
further destinations by local authorities or who may be 
suffering from any contagious or infectious disease, or 
whose presence may be detrimental to the wellbeing of 
passengers or crew.
